Registration D Enclosed please find the Registration Forms for the 2008-09 school year which
must be returned by Friday, April 11'™. A late fee of $50 will be assessed on forms received after
April 11", Families with new Kindergarteners, please be sure to add them to the Registration Form.
The new tuition rate schedule will be included in next week® packet and will reflect an increase of 4 to
6%. Reminder: if your tuition is not current and you submit the registration fee it will be applied to
this year® tuition. In addition, all parent participation hours are due by April 30'". Please take time
to update your record of hours in our Parent Participation Hours binder located in our school office.

Scrip Credit Forms B We have given over $22,000 in Tuition Scrip Credit this year. Many
families earned at least 1 month tuition with many receiving more than 2 months credit.

Please indicate if you would like to donate your credit to something other than your tuition
account. The form must be returned in order to apply the credit. Remember that this credit is only
applicable to the 2007-08 school year.
